To avoid strangulation and entanglement, keep cords out of the
reach of young children.

- Do not tie cords together. Make sure cords do not twist and create a loop.

- Head rails of internal blinds with pull cords shall not be installed less than 1.5m from
the floor

- Move beds, cots and furniture away from window covering cords.

- Make sure all fastenings are tightly in place before using this product. This should be
checked periodically by an adult.

- Take care when operating the manual release with the internal blind retracted since it
may fall rapidly.

- This product is intended for indoor use only.

- This product is not a toy, and is only to be used for its designated purpose.#

- This product contains small parts that could be a choking hazard if swallowed. Keep
these items away from children.

- Do not discard any of the packaging until you have checked that you have all of the
parts and fittings required.

- Use the correct fixings as indicated. Do not overtighten any fixings.

- Keep product away from fire.

- Clean only using a damp cloth. Do not use strong industrial cleaning substances, as
these may damage the product.

B Wand 1
C Bracket Model Dependant

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1. The blind can be positioned:

- Inside Mounting (fit to the inside of the window frame) (fig. 1)

- Outside Mounting (fit to the outside of the window frame) (fig. 2)

- Ceiling Mounting (fit to the ceiling above the window frame) (fig. 3)

2. Using long screws (E), fix the bracket to the desired location. See figures 1-3
for help.

3. Insert the blind (A) into the Bracket (C). See figure 4.

4. Ensure the headrail of the Blind (A) is fully inserted into the Bracket (C). See
figure 5. Then, pull the swivel of the Bracket (C) to the left-hand side to lock the
Bracket (C) into place with the headrail of the Blind (A) attached. See figure 6.

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5. Affix the Wand (B) to the Blind (A). See figure 7.
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6. Attach the Blind (A) to the Hold Down Brackets (D) as shown in figure 8.

7. The hole on the end cap of the bottom rail fits into the Hold Down Brackets (D)
at the end of the window. See figure 9.

Shortening the Blind

Note: Before fitting, you can custom-fit the blind to the correct height. *Use
figures 10 to 15 on the following page to help you through this process.

1) Height —when the blind is fully lowered, there should be no slats
overlapping at the bottom of the blind. If overlapping occurs, you can
remove slats to allow a custom fit.

2) Hold the blind at the desired location and allow it to fully lower. In the
open position, the slats should be approximately 2cm apart.

3) Lay the blind on a flat surface and remove the caps on the bottom end
slat. The caps are attached to the lift cords.

4) Cut lift cord 2cm above the cap and remove. Pull the lift cord from these
slats to allow them to slide out of the ladder rung.
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5) Count the number of slats you wish to remove. Pull the lift cord from
these slats to allow them to slide out of the ladder rung.

6) Remember to allow for the bottom end slat to be reinserted. Reinsert the
lift cord through the cap holes and then insert back through the top and
the caps.

7) Knot lift cord directly beneath caps and cut off excess cord. Allow one
extra rung and cut off excess ladder, before tucking the remaining ladder
into the bottom end slat cap holes. Finally, replace the caps.

8) After the blind is shortened, you may wish to adjust the pull cord length.
Raise up the plastic cover over the knot and cut off excess cord and then
re-knot.

— Lowering: Hold cord at eye level, and
push to the left pulling down gently —
until the cord lock releases. Allow the
cord to slip through fingers until blind
reaches desired level. Move pull cord to
the right and the blind will lock into place.
Raising: Pull cord downward until blind
E reaches desired height, release cord, and
. the blind should lock into place.

Tilting: Rotate the Wand on the left side
of the blind to attain the desired slat
position.

*Note: Always tilt blind horizontally
before raising or lowering the blind.
